and to acknowledge that it must be complied with by
any companion or guest. Rally Marshals have the
authority to request a member to leave a rally for
persistent disregard of the code.

GENERAL

Rally goers should be familiar with the varioug€od
already existing; the Caravan Code, the Country Cod
and the Seashore Code (obtainable from CSMA Club
HQ). Attendance at rallies held under the authofity
CSMA Club's Certilcate of Exemption is to be opén o
to current members of CSMA Club. Where a rally
promoted by CSMA Club or one of it's Groups or
Centres is held under other authority, members and
others attending are expected to comply with this
Code of Conduct. Proof of membership is to be shown
on request. One name person (the rally marshal) is
be responsible for the conduct of the rally.

SAFETY ON RALLY SITES

All vehicles are restricted to 5 mph on the rallgt and
learner drivers are not allowed. Pitches shoukkbat
10 metres between pegs, subject to marshal discreti
and units sited to ensure a !re break of 3 metiesc
space. A 5 metre roadway must be left clear for

emergency vehicle access between rows. Units should

be sited as directed and should not exceed 20¢o th
acre. Towing vehicles should normally be parkéukat
side of the unit. Open Ires are not generally afhw
except by permission of the marshal. The use of
barbecues should also be agreed with the marshal an
should be sited well away from units, awningsstent
vehicles, etc and suitable !re precautions takes. |
strongly recommended that all units carry an apgdov
Ire extinguisher and/or blanket and that everyone
should be aware of how to use the equipment they
have. It is also considered good practice fortabdeli
container of water to be sited in front of eactt and
that members should have a Irst aid kit. Marshals
should establish in a prominent position a suitably
equipped !re point.

GENERAL BEHAVIOUR

Respect should be shown for the landowner's prgpert
trees, fences, buildings, equipment and stock. All
animals and pets should be kept under control and
should not be allowed to run loose on the !eld.
Recommended length of lead when tethered is a
maximum of 2 metres. All animals should be exdrcise
away from the site. Flying kits or model aircraftlae
use of catapults or airguns, as well as ball gsoesd
not be permitted among or close to the units. Where
possible the marshal will designate an open spatie w
away from the units as a play area. Each pitchdsbeu
left clear of litter at the end of the rally. A&ftduicheck
should be made before leaving that nothing has been
left behind. Noise should be kept to an absolute
minimum. The use of radios, televisions, generators
must not be allowed to cause nuisance to othens Ca
should be used with discretion at all times, biltef
ground is wet, cars should not be moved without
permission of the marshal, except in an emergency
situation.

On rallies where refuselie t
collected however, refuse receptacles should bd.use
The marshal should ensure proper disposal by the
landowner or collection by the local authority, or
engage a contractor who has given an undertaking to
dispose of refuse at a licensed site under thetitire

of the manager. Under no circumstances shouldeefus
be emptied into a toilet disposal point.

CHOICE OF VENUE

Rallies should not be organised on Certilcated
Locations or on immediately adjacent land, untéss i
clearly possible to avoid a clash of interestspeitiple
using the Certilcated Location. Rallies shouldoeot
organised on land adjacent to licensed sites unless
approved by the local authority. Rallies shouldrot
organised on prominent sites, sites close to paatiy
sensitive areas such as nature reserves, sitesalos
houses other than the landowner's, or on land witere
is known that planning permission for caravans has
been refused.

FREQUENCY AND TIMING OF RALLIES

Rally organisers should avoid the overuse of ameye
taking into account its position and general sulitgh
impact on the locality of the number of caravand, a

in National Parks, any advice given by the NafRav&l
O%cer, and in strict accordance with the control
procedures of the Co-ordination Centre. Ralliesldho
not be organised on successive weekends at the same
venue.

Successive 5-night rallies in holiday areas at peak
periods involving members moving from one event to
the next should be avoided, unless the movement of
outlts is spread over a period to avoid nuisance to
other road users.
